Kilverts Field entrance - The board reading ‘Kilverts Field’ together with the original wooden gate had not yet been re-placed  Letters sent to the owners of the field enquiring why and when will these items be re-placed. – Both letters had ben replied to but not received by email.  Last letter states that heavy work in field now completed.  A carpenter employed to make and erect the Kilverts Field board to the side of the entrance gate.  Regards to the width and kerbing at the concrete entrance of the field this was a requirement of Highways and was signed off with the discharge of conditions on the 14th Dec 2014. 	Community Speed Watch (CSW) – Cllr Reynolds reported the following:

We have completed the first week of this speed watch session. Teams have been roadside for 6 hrs 15 minutes and recorded 1931 vehicles 70 of whom were speeding. Although this represents only 3.63% of the vehicles it is interesting to note that 24.29% of speeders were travelling at 40+mph with the top speed being 51mph. 

The following email received from Auto Speed Watch:
‘Auto speed watch has been brought to the attention of Wiltshire Police, through the Office of the PCC.  

In terms of reviewing systems, Wiltshire Police seeks to continually improve its’ service to the public and through this reviews systems and processes to ensure they are fit for purpose.  We are currently reviewing what functionality would help us to best develop speed watch. Part of this will be to review available products on the market. We will then engage with providers in line with procurement regulations.  Any system must of course be future proofed, fit for purpose and efficient. We will ensure that we consider the benefits of Auto speed watch alongside other potential options, although it appears to offer a fundamental change to the way in which current speed enforcement is undertaken.  We will keep you updated on this work.’
