Traffic Survey – Results received and are 
The 85th percentile speed on the C154 Middle Common was 31.4 mph. 
The 85th percentile speed on the C154 Church Road was 30.9 mph.
The 85th percentile speed on the C171 Days Lane was 25.5 mph.
This is the speed at or below which 85% of the traffic is travelling and is used nationally as a criterion for Community Speed Watch interventions. 
 –Due to lockdown and major works in the village a re-run of the survey has been requested.  

  Dip in the road by Moors Close – Needs attention – This has been reported and chased - Response received to say the job is scheduled in but due to covid delays expected. 
Days Lane/Lypgate Farm – Issues now being dealt with by Wiltshire Council.  Thank you emails sent to W.C. Officers as requested. The farmer to be asked to clear the hay and straw – ACTION CLLR SEALY 
Days Lane Ditch – still to be cleared –   W.C. Looking to serve notice.  Cllr Sealy to arrange a meeting with the owners of the ditch – on going - ACTION CLLR SEALY 

Overhanging trees along Plough Lane – An agreement was reached and action to be taken and Cllr Tayler agreed to assist in other areas. – Ongoing - ACTION CLLR TAYLER   

Tree Surgery commissioned by the Parish Council - The two large trees between the school and the chapel are now gone and the small dead tree outside of Meadow House in Parkers Lane is also gone. – CLOSED  
Pedestrian and road user health and safety issue – Following the receipt of an email complaining about ongoing and current traffic problems adjacent to 5 Upper Common. - Situation improved – to be monitored      

2021 meeting dates – Forwarded to the Village Hall committee – not sure when meetings will take place in the hall. – CLOSED 
Untidy Ditch -  ditch adjacent to Old Chapel Field is in a bad state.  Brought to the attention of the residents of Old Chapel Field – No response received. – To be monitored.

	School Parking – Consideration was given to a solution to ease the issue of school parking on the edge of the Commons and Ashes Lane. – Following discussions it was agreed not to pursue any form of parking instructions in this area in fear of the land adjacent to the lane would get damaged. 
Consideration was given to reviving the crete based  parking  project outside the School –  Cllr Dixson mentioned the benefits this would give – off road parking for school, church and village hall as and when needed.  For up to approximately 20/25 vehicles. Following discussions it was agreed to look into this further.  The School Head and chair of the Governors of the new Hard Federation  to be approached prior to the next Governors meeting in January 2021.  To position the idea of the project and its current status (financial and planning permission) – ACTION CLLRS REYNOLDS AND ARMOR.  Our objective is for this project to be discussed at the January 2021 Governors meeting so that the clear support of the school can be confirmed.  It was noted that a budgetary estimate for the work had been received for £26,000.  And planning permission had been granted with the condition that the work is started within three years of the permission which is before 19th February 2021.
